Spectators are encouraged to support their teams while showing respect for all players,
coaches, officials, parents, and other spectators. This specifically means the following:

Display good sportsmanship.

Always respect all players, coaches, and officials.

Act appropriately; do not taunt or disturb other fans. Enjoy the game together.

Cheer good plays of all participants and avoid booing opponents.

Cheer in a positive manner and encourage fair play. Profanity and objectionable

cheers or gestures are unnecessary and set a terrible example for our players.

Help provide a safe and fun environment. Throwing any items on the playing field

can cause injury to players and officials.

7. Support the referees and coaches by trusting their judgment and integrity.
Remember these people are human. They will make errors in judgment. As a
program we try to instill a “Next Play” or “Spot the Ball” mentality, as a fan you can
help reinforce this mindset.

8. Be supportive after the game —win or lose. Recognize good effort, teamwork and
sportsmanship. When it's all said and done, we want ALL our players to love the
sport of football.

9. Represent the program positively online. Do not post, share, like, or comment on
disrespectful, threatening, inappropriate, or harmful content related to players,
coaches, officials, opponents, families, Junior Falcon Football, or the Booster
Board.

10. Do not engage in bullying, harassment, intimidation, or hazing of any kind — physical,

verbal, or online. Report concerns to a coach or program representative, not through

public, social media channels, or program tools including TeamSnap.
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Failure to abide by this Code of Conduct will result in the offending spectator being warned
about their behavior. If the behavior continues the spectator will be asked to leave the
premises. Multiple offenses or behavior deemed so inappropriate will result in the
spectator being banned from all future Falcon Football games.
